As a member of Troop 641, I understand that my right to join in the fun of Scouting 

requires responsibility on my part to act at all times according to the Scout Oath and the 

Scout Law. The Troop 641 Code of Conduct is based on the Scout Oath and Law. I 

understand that the Troop’s adult leaders are responsible for the supervision of the 

membership with respect to maintaining discipline, safety and security, and for 

administering the Code of Conduct as described below: 

 

Troop 641 Code of Conduct: 

 

1) The Scout Oath and Law will be my guide throughout all Scouting Events. 

2) I will set a good example at Troop events by not being disruptive and being 

presentable in the appropriate Scout uniform.  I will show respect to adults 

and youth leaders and be considerate of all guests. 

3) I will be responsible for Troop equipment in my care and possession by 

keeping it clean, neat and in good repair. I will keep track of my personal 

gear.  I will respect other Scout’s property and will be personally responsible 

for any damage to property as a result of my actions.   

4) I understand the purchase, possession, or consumption of alcoholic beverages 

or illegal drugs is prohibited.   

5) I understand the use of tobacco, cheating, stealing, dishonesty, fighting and 

cursing are not tolerated.   

6) I will not take dangerous or unauthorized items, such as fireworks, firearms, 

bows/arrows, sling shots, laser pens, etc. to Scouting functions.  

7) I will treat fire, knives and axes with respect and only after I have been 

properly trained.   

8) I will not threaten, injure, bully, haze or verbally abuse another person.  

 

I understand that violation of this Code of Conduct will result in escalating levels of 

consequences, including conferences with Scoutmasters, removal from the activity 

(including parental pick-up), parent conferences, loss of position of responsibility in the 

Troop or delayed advancement, and ultimately suspension or expulsion from the Troop.
